Perry
served as President of the organization when over $250,000
was raised. As Emeritus Board Member and Resident of
the National Advisory Board until recently Perry guided the
direction of the organization and when you visit the site
today there is not a single thing at the site that was not
Perryds idea.

Perry has begun a collection of papers tating to
Stuart and Patrick County history in the Special Collections
Department of the Carol M. Newman Library at Virginia
Tech under the auspices of the Virginia Center For Civil
War Studies that now include over thirty boxes of material.
At present, heis cataloging a photo collection of over 10,000
images that will be at Virginia Tech.
